MINUTES OF TIMS/CSG MEETING AT SAN DIEGO ORSA/TIMS CONFERENCE

Tuesday, October 26, 1982
ORSA/TIMS Joint National Meeting, San Diego

Attending: Jeff Arthur, Bill Biles {Chairman). James Comly. Ronald Dattero, James Gross. David Kelton,
Mike Klein, Marion Reynolds, Stephen Roberts, Bob Sargent. Bruce Schimeiser, Peter Welch,
Dave Withers, Diave Wortman
1. Bill Biles called the meeting to order at 5:35 p.m.

2. Those present identified themselves. their affiliation, and interests.

3. The election of new College officers was reported by Bili Biles, and he expressed the desire to increase
the number of ballots. Bob Sargent recalled that in the prior election there were some 40 ballots.

4. Bill Biles called for amendments to the minutes from the April 1982 College business meeting in
Detroit; none were offered.

5. There was a discussion of program planning for meetings.

a. The on-line computer session at San Diego went better for the simulation sessions than for other
sessions, with two of three speakers getting the equipment to work.

D. The omission of two sessions from the San Diego meeting bulletin was due toa mixup concerning
the sending of announcements. The sessions were inciuded in the errata sheets at the meeting,
which Bruce Schmeiser said he always reads religiously. It was also pointed out that there was
some conflict of sessions with potential simulation interest.

¢. The College's sessions for the April 1983 TIMS/ORSA meeting in Chicago are all set up, with five
sessions planned. Also, the plans for the Fall 1983 ORSA/TIMS meeting in Orlando are underway.

d. Bruce Schmeiser asked whether the College should sponsor contributed paper sessions as well as
invited paper sessions, and noted that the Applied Probability group limits their sponsorship to
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invited paper sessions. Bill Biles noted that there are usually two contributed paper sessions. and
the College just supplies the chairmen for these: he also expressed a feeling not to have a rigid
policy. but to lean toward some kind of control. Boh Sargent peinted out that there really is no
control over contributed papers. and there is no quality control there either.

¢. Bruce Schmeiser and Dave Withers said that the College's sessions should avoid scheduling
conflicts with sessions on applied probability. queueing, manufacturing and logistics.

A discussion of the name of the College was initiated by Bill Biles. Bob Sargent noted that there have
heen few sessions actually related to gaming during the past five years.

The last Newsletter appeared to have beern received by most members, and there was another cali for
contributions of materiai from the membership.

It was reported that Steve Lavenberg and Peter Welch won the prize for outstanding paper in ‘
Management Science for their paper on the state of the art in control variates. The Spring 1983
Newsletter will contain a ballot for the next award. Also, the Simulation Department of Management
Science was reported to have recelved many more papers recently.

The College treasury was reported to have some 38300 now, plus another 32000 which is an advance
to the Winter Simulation Conference: some of this money is now in a money market fund. The only
real expenses now are the Newsletter, awards and plaques. A discussion ensued concermning possible
uses of the money. Sentimerts were voiced to find more uses of the money. and at the same time
retaining a buffer in case of a bad membership year; however, such a large buffer might not be
needed. Bob Sargent noted that if the Winter Simulation Conference does well financially. some of
the advance money could be refunded to the College.

Bill Biles proposed a task force to examine the College by-laws, including elections, the possibility of
having appointed officers. and a name change for the College: he noted that this was proposed by
previous chairman Averill Law. Bill will appoint a force of three or four people. drawn {rom past and
present officers as well as from newer College members who are just becoming active. Their charge
will be to explore and update the College by-laws, and to report their recommendations in April. 1983
at the Chicago TIMS/ORSA meeting; a report could also be placed in the Spring 1983 Newsietter. Bob
Sargent said that he had a file from his chairmanship which should be helpful to the force. Finally.
Bruce Schmeiser (past treasurer) suggested that the College treasury be periodically audited.

The idea of instituting an award recognizing service to the College and to the simulation profession
was brought up by Biil Biles. This would be separate from any research awards, and need noteven be
presented each year. He suggested that the College by-laws be amended to enabie such an award.

New business was called for by Bill Biles.

a. Dave Withers suggested that an award be given for the best conference presentation. which
shiouid be based on content. Bill Biles noted that this could create problems with poor speakers
who may be presenting good material.

b. The possibility that the College might publish research surveys for distribution to the member-
ship was mentioned by Bob Sargent. These would not have been submitted to a journal. and
might be less formal than a monograph or a proceedings paper. and could perhaps be inciuded in
the Newsletter. Bruce Schmeiser pointed out that this function may already be partially fulfilled
by the abstracts section in the Newsletter.

The meeting was adjourned by Bill Biles at 6:30 p.m.

The vice-president, Bruce Schmeiser, chaired the meeting in the absence of the president. Bil] Biles,
Two itemns of business were discussed:
11 The method by which officers are {(s)elected:

The current method was thought not to be open enough. Basically, the junior newsletter editor is
appointed by the President {sometimes the incoming President. sometimes the outgoing President). The
senior editor is automatically nominated for secretarv/treasurer, the secretary/treasurer is automatically
nominated for vice president. and the vice president is automatically nominated for president. Generally,
no other nominations are made and few write-in ballots are received. In the last election only {0 members
voted for the officers, .

The advantage of this scheme is that it provides continuity; each officer has previously held all the
subordinate offices. The disadvantage is that college officers are in reality appointed.

Robert Sargent suggested that the disadvantages outweigh the advantages and there should be a more
open competition for officers. Alan Pritsker noted that we might have the best of both systems {f we had
open nominations for secretary/treasurer but automaticaily nominated the persons for vice president
and president who held the next lower office. Bruce Schmeiser pointed out that this will be a major item of
business for the new committee to be appointed by President Biles to re-write college by-laws,

2} Anaward for service to the community:

Averill Law felt that the coliege should offer an annual award for service to the simulation profession. He
proposed that President Biles appoint a committee to investigate this idea and perhaps recommend a
specific procedure for such an award. The motion was seconded by Jim Wilson. The vote was 9 in favor, |
opposed.

The result of the meeting was that President Biles is to appeint two committees. One committee to
re-write the college by-laws and the other to make a proposal concerning a “service to the simulation
profession award™.

Bruce Schmeiser closed the meeting by pointing out that the TIMS College will be in charge of organizing
the 1983 Winter Simulation Conference in Washington, D.C. Jerry Banks will be the General Chairman
and Bruce Schmeiser will be the Program Chairman. Working with them will be Hank Grant {business
manager}. Doug Miller {arrangements chairman). and Steve Roberts (proceedings editor). The meeting
will be December 12. 13 and 14 of 1983 and will be held at the Crystal Gateway in Washington, D.C. A call
for papers appears on the back of the 1982 Winter Simulation Conference Program. The deadiine for
proposals to organize a session is March 1, 1983, and the deadline for contributed papers is April 15,
1983, For further information call or write to:
