mentioned that the NCSU Libraries were establishing
different collections related to the History of &ute
and Technology in their Special Collections Redearc
Center. Further discussion between Jim and maded
to decide that Jim should go to the Head of thectape
Collections Department of the NCSU Libraries and
determine if they were interested in establishing a
archive in computer simulation. Because of the
strongly positive response from several membethef

Special Collections Department, the Simulation
Archive was established at NCSU in the fall of 1998
Since that time, almost all the books and papethef
late Alan Pritsker have been donated to this ctitlac
as have extensive simulation materials from Julian
Reitman, Richard Nance, Ingolf Stahl, and myself.

In the fall of 2007, | decided that an
endowment was needed to provide long-term support
for the Simulation Archive. Donations had been enad
intermittently between 1998 and 2007 to support the
collection, but these donations did not provide for
long-term support because they were spent as they
were received to start the necessary catalogimadj of
the contributed material. Thus | established an
endowment with the NCSU Libraries to provide long-
term support for the Simulation Archive by making a
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$5,000 donation. At the 2007 Winter Simulation
Conference, | announced that | had established the
Simulation Archive Endowment, and | asked others to
make donations to the endowment. | established an
“incubator endowment,” since a minimum of $15,000
is needed to establish a fully funded regular
endowment whose income can be used to provide
continuous support for acquisition, cataloging, and
maintenance of all the material in the collection.

| am very pleased to announce that the
Simulation Archive Endowment has reached $15,000

and thus has become a regular endowment. Donations

including some significant ones, have come from the
Friends of the NCSU Libraries, Jim Wilson, Steve
Roberts, Julian Reitman, Brunel University,
ACM/SIGSIM, and the INFORMS Simulation Society.
Of special interest is the large donation madehiy t
INFORMS Simulation Society this past summer. By
enabling the Simulation Archive Endowment to
achieve the status of a regular endowment, this
donation ensures access to the Simulation Archyve b
all members of the international simulation comniyni
(for collections not supported by a regular endowime
access is nominally restricted to NCSU facultyffsta
and students). My hope is that additional donation
will be made in the very near future to have the

endowment in the $20,000 range so that the negessar
cataloging activities can be substantially increlase

In establishing the Simulation Archive

This was agreed to; and an Agreement,
which is informal, was developed between Greg
Raschke, Associate Director of the NCSU Libraras f
Special Collections, and Jim Wilson and me as¢o th
Advisory Committee’s duties and membership. The
initial Advisory Committee consists of Dick Nance,
Jim Wilson, and me as Chair. The Advisory
Committee has had one conference call with Greg
Raschke to date, and the plan is to have such calls
quarterly. It appears that the Advisory Committee i
being well received by NCSU Libraries. We welcome
suggestions from the members of INFORMS-SIM on
ways to improve and enhance this repository of the
professional heritage of the simulation field.

Jim Wilson added that he worked
hard to keep ASA on board but the fundamental issue
was that ASA did not want to have unlimited liatyili
and any financial responsibility. The WSC Foundatio
is an independent entity with $55,000 held by
INFORMS. The goal is to have $100,000 for financial
stability, which is what made INFORMS sign the
agreement. One of the attendees commented that the
simulation group does not have a voice in ASA gher
is no chapter or society for simulation under ASA).
